SCHOOL ZONE RULES 

The bus loading zone in front of the school is for BUSSES ONLY from 8 -9 a.m. and 
3-4 p.m.     Vehicles are NOT permitted to drive through the bus loop during          
student loading times before and after school.  

Parents are not to park in the staff parking lot to drop off or pick up children.  

Speed limit in a school zone is 30 km/h  

Be aware of children on crosswalks.  Children are walking and biking to school 
with the warmer temperatures!  School Patrollers will be patrolling the cross-
walks.   

Do not walk through the parking lot during bus loading times.  

Fines for passing a school bus are $402 and 6 demerits.  

With warmer weather finally here many students have started 
biking and walking to school again.  You will notice the AMA 
school safety patrollers are also back patrolling the crosswalk 
in front of the school.  Students, remember to obey the             
patrollers who are there looking out for your safety.  Stand     
behind them until they feel it is safe for you to walk across the 
street and walk between their two stop signs.  Bikers,                
remember to walk your bike across the street when crossing.  
Parents please slow down and obey the stop signs if patrollers 

are holding them out.
