MATH CORNER 
TIPS FOR PARENTS 

When your child is trying to solve a problem, ask what he or she is thinking. If your child seems puzzled, ask him or her 
to tell you what doesn't make sense. (Talking about their ideas and how they reach solutions helps children learn to 
reason mathematically.) 

Wrong Answers Sometimes Can Be Useful: 

Accuracy is always important in math. However, sometimes you can use a wrong answer to help your child figure out 
why he/she made an error. Analyzing mistakes can help your child to understand the concepts underlying the problem 
and learn to apply reasoning skills to arrive at the correct answer. Having your child explain how he/she arrived at their 
answers will aide in discovering concepts, such as number skills, multiplying, subtraction, division, addition, that your 
child may need assistance with. 

Treat errors as opportunities to help your child learn something new.
